ORDINANCE NO. 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 8, SECTION 802.12
RATES AND CHARGES RELATING TO SEWER RATES AND CHARGES
THE CITY OF ROSEVILLE ORDAINS:

SECTION 1:  Title 8, Section 802.12 of the Roseville City Code is amended to read as follows:

802.12: RATES AND CHARGES: 

A. Charges for Use: A charge is hereby imposed upon every person whose premises are served, either directly or indirectly, by the sanitary sewer system within the City, for the use of the facilities of said sewer system and for connection to the system. Such charges shall be in an amount set by the Council and shall be kept on file in the City Manager's office in the form of a rate schedule. 

B. Supplemental Charges for Industrial Sewage Wastes: In respect to property which shall be connected to the City sewer for the disposal of industrial sewage wastes, which shall by virtue of its strength and volume be subject to supplementary charges by the Metropolitan Council Environmental Services, the City may impose a supplemental charge based generally upon and at least equal to the amount of the Metropolitan Council Environmental Services. 

C. Payment of Charges: Any prepayment or overpayment of charges may be retained by the City and applied on subsequent quarterly statements. 

D. Penalty for Late Payment: Each quarterly billing for sewer charges not paid when due shall incur a penalty charge of ten percent of the amount past due. Accumulated interest upon unpaid accounts will compound quarterly.
E. Action to Collect Charges: Any amount in excess of ninety 90 days past due for sewer charges, including Metropolitan Council Environmental Services sewer charges, in excess of ninety 90 days past due shall may be certified to the County Auditor for collection with real estate taxes at an annual interest rate as established in the Fee Schedule. In addition, all amounts certified shall include an additional fee as established in the Fee Schedule to cover the City’s costs of certification. This certification shall take place regardless of who applied for sewer services, whether it was the owner, tenant or other person. All applications for sewer service shall contain an explanation in clear language that unpaid sewer bills and accumulated penalties will be collected in real estate taxes in the following year. The City shall also have the right to bring a civil action or other remedies to collect unpaid charges, fees, and penalties. 

F. Hearing Required. A hearing must be held prior to the certification of unpaid utility charges to the Count Auditor. Unpaid charges on sewer and water accounts will not be certified to the County Auditor until notice and opportunity for a hearing have been provided to the owner of the premises involved. The notice will be sent by first class mail and must state that if payment is not made before the date of certification, the entire unpaid amount, plus penalties, will be certified to the County Auditor for collection as other taxes are collected. The notice will also state that the occupant may, before such certification date, attend or schedule a hearing on the matter to object to certification of unpaid utility charges. 

G. Delivery to County. If, after the hearing, the City Council finds that the amounts claimed as delinquent are actually due and unpaid and that there is no legal reason why the unpaid charges should not be certified for collection with taxes in accordance with this ordinance, the City may certify the unpaid charges and any accrued penalty charges to the County Auditor for collection as other taxes are collected.

HF. Utility Rate Discount:  The City Council may establish reduced water and sewer rates for owner-occupied homes that meet financially need-based criteria as established by the City Council from time to time.

SECTION 2:  Effective date.  This ordinance shall take effect upon its passage and publication.
